COMPETITION RULES
1. GENERAL


The AEL Tiger Challenge is held under the auspices of the Zambia Sport Fishing Association and as such ALL entrants to the competition will adhere to the ZSFA “General Competition Rules and Regulations” AND the competition specific rules as shown below.



2. REGISTRATION



a. Registration will take place on Friday 9th December 2011 at Eagles Rest Resort, Siavonga. 


All teams/individuals are required to register before the competition.


Late arrivals may register on the first fishing day of the competition before 10.00 hrs.


b. Each team MUST elect a Captain before registration.


The Captain of each team WILL be responsible for the behaviour of each team member on the water, the observance of competition rules and the safety of the boat.  SAFETY RULES MUST BE FOLLOWED AT ALL TIMES.


c. A Captains meeting will take place at approx 20.00hrs on the day of registration.



d. ALL team MUST pay the appropriate fees at the time of registration.



e. ALL team members MUST sign an indemnity form at the time of registration.



f. Each team must have an official team name.



3. ENTRIES / TEAM MEMBERSHIP



a. A team may consist of individuals from One (1 ) to Four (4). Persons.



b. No person(s) will be allowed to fish in the competition unless officially registered as a team.



c. Any team consisting of juniors (under the age of 16 yrs) MUST have at least one responsible adult in the team.



4. REQUIREMENTS FOR ENTRY



a. ALL entrants MUST possess a valid “Department of Fisheries” angling permit.


It is the responsibility of each team member to obtain such a permit from the Department of Fisheries.


OR    angling Permits for this competition may be obtained at the time of registration from Eagles Rest.


Angling Permits must be produced at the time of registration



b. ALL boats used in the competition MUST be registered with the Zambia Department of Inland Waterways or in the case of visiting boats from other countries, registered with the appropriate authority in that country.  It is the responsibility of each team Captain to ensure that the boat is properly registered.


Boat registration papers must be produced at the time of registration.



5. SAFETY RULES


a. ALL boats used in the competition MUST carry the following safety equipment as a minimum:


i. Sufficient life jackets for every person on board.


Life jackets MUST be worn whilst the boat engine is running


ii. At least two (2) paddles.


iii. A water bailing device (e.g. bilge pump or bucket).


iv. Fire extinguisher


v. A whistle or other means of attracting attention in case of emergency.


b. A means of communication in case of emergency.  



As a minimum, each boat MUST carry a cellular telephone to be able to communicate with the organisers of the competition.  ALL networks will work on the Lake to a distance of approximately 20km from Siavonga.  However it should be noted that there will be blind spots (behind hills etc) and the team captain should regularly check the availability of the signal.

REMEMBER there are hippos and crocs in the Lake.  Beware at all times particularly close to shore.


DO NOT SWIM IN THE LAKE>


c. Lake Kariba is a large body of water and the weather can sometimes be unpredictable.

Keep an eye on the weather at all times and in the event of strong winds or an approaching storm, get close to shore and be prepared to sit-out the inclement weather.


d. The territorial fishing limit for the competition is the Zambian side of Lake Kariba from Eagles Rest Bay to the Mpango Peninsula


The Mpango Peninsula is situated approximately 25 km West of Siavonga (upstream) to the west of Lotri Bay and the north-of Muneni Islands.


The attached map of the Lake will provide a means of navigation.


e. Under no circumstances must any boat stray into Zimbabwe waters.  (the Zim jails are not the most friendly of places).


REMEMBER: the Sampa Karuma group of islands (the large islands just off the Siavonga shore line) are in Zimbabwe.  You will be allowed to fish up to the Zambian side of Sampa Karuma BUT DO NOT CROSS ONTO THE ZIMBABWE SIDE OF THE ISLANDS.

IT IS THE CAPTAINS RESPONSIBILITY TO ENSURE HE OBSERVES THIS RULE.


f. Under no circumstances must any boat fish near the Kariba Dam Wall.  This is a restricted area and no vessels are allowed within 800 metres of the wall.  The boundary is not clearly marked and for this reason, the fishing limit on the Eastern side (the Dam Wall side) will be the Eagles Rest Bay.

 
g. ALWAYS be aware of underwater hazards such as trees and rocks.


Remember that a rocky outcrop leading into the Lake normally means that that rocky outcrop will continue for some distance underwater and the depth is likely to be very shallow.


ALWAYS PROCEED WITH CAUTION NEAR THE SHORE LINE - USE YOUR DEPTH FINDER IF YOU HAVE ONE.


h. FUEL MUST NOT BE STORED IN CHALETS OR TENTS : All fuel for the competition MUST be stored in the designated “Fuel Storage Area” – ALL CONTAINERS MUST BE CLEARLY MARKED WITH THE OWNERS NAME. Security for fuel will be provided.


6. THE COMPETITION



a. The competition will start and finish on the beach at Eagles Rest.


b. All competitors must register with the organisers at Eagles Beach on each day of the competition.


Registration will begin at 05.30 hrs on each fishing day and close at 10.00 hrs.


The official start of the competition will be at 06.00 hrs but provided a team is registered before 10.00 hrs then the team may commence fishing at any time thereafter.


Any team that fails to register before 10.00 hrs on any fishing day will have their catch declared Null and Void for that day’s fishing.










c. The official weigh-in will be on the beach at Eagles Rest commencing at 16.00hrs.


ALL ENTRANTS MUST BE ON THE BEACH BY 17.00 HRS – FOR WEIGH-IN.


5 PENALTY POINTS WILL BE DEDUCTED FROM THE TEAM CATCH FOR EACH MINUTE LATE.


AND IN ADDITION


ANY FISH PRESENTED FOR AN INDIVIDUAL PRIZE WILL HAVE 100 GRAMS DEDUCTED FROM THE WEIGHT OF THAT FISH FOR EVERY MINUTE LATE


”REMEMBER how long it took you to get there and how long it will take you to get back”

In the event that a team does not have fish to present for weigh-in then that team may telephone the organisers and declare a NIL RETURN for that day’s fishing.

d. Fishing shall be by rod and line ONLY.  


Any entrant found obtaining fish by any other means WILL be DISQUALIFIED.


e. ALL fish caught MUST be over the official size limit as determined by the competition rules.


ALL fish caught under the official size limit MUST be returned to the water after landing.
(unless they are foul hooked and will not survive – these may be brought in for donation to the orphanage)


Each team will be issued (on registration) with an “Official Ruler” to determine the size allowed.


ANY team that presents a fish for weigh-in that is clearly under size will be penalised by the deduction of the weight of that fish from the total team catch weight.


The officials/judges decision on this matter will be final and unquestioned.


f. The competition is primarily a tiger fish competition but prizes will be awarded for other species caught.


Minimum size limit per species – as measured from the tip of mouth to fork of tail


Tiger


40cm

Bream


20cm

Barbel


50cm

Vundu


60cm

Bottlenose

30cm



g. A member of each team MUST be present at the official weigh-in.  Failure to have a team member at the weigh-in will result in that team’s catch being declared “null and void” for that day’s fishing.




h. Each fish will be presented to the weigh-in station and first measured for minimum size against the official ruler.  Each fish or bag of fish species will then be weighed (in kilos and grams) on the official weigh scale and recorded by a competition official.



i. Each fish species will attract a number of points per kilo to be counted as team points.

The scoring determined as follows:


Tiger fish

50 points per Kilo (or part thereof)

Bream (all species)
30 points per Kilo (or part thereof)

Bottlenose

25 points per Kilo (or part thereof)

Barbel


15 points per Kilo (or part thereof)

Vundu


10 points per Kilo (or part thereof)


j. Catch and release will be encouraged throughout the competition.  Entrants are encouraged to keep their fish alive by live well or other means.  At the end of the weigh-in session a competition official will accompany the team member to the Lake and an attempt will be made to release the fish back into the water.  The total number of fish that swim away will be counted and an additional prize will be awarded for the most fish released.


The decision of the competition official will be final and unquestioned.

All dead fish will be donated to a Siavonga children’s orphanage.


7. THE PRIZES


Prizes will be awarded to a Team or Individual fisherman for the following categories:



a. Biggest Tiger 5 kg or greater- Individual Prize

b. Next biggest Tiger (above minimum size limit) - Individual Prize

i. Catch and Release (most number of fish) - Team Prize

In order to give all competitors a fair chance of winning a prize, any fish qualifying for either prize in category a) or b) – i.e. Biggest Tiger over 5 kg or the Next Biggest Tiger, will not be allowed to count towards team points.


The organisers reserve the right to add, remove or alter any category prior to the competition date.


The organisers of the competition reserve the right to change, alter or amend any of the above rules prior to the start of the competition wherever it is believed that such changes are in the best interests of the competition.
